	On balance, the manuscript is scientifically plausible and largely correct, particularly in its recognition of the pathophysiology of hypokalemia post‑dialysis, the risk posed by extravasated KCl, and the standard immediate response of stopping infusion and removing the catheter.

Where it becomes less certain is in claiming that lidocaine + saline infiltration alone is a reliably effective method for KCl extravasation in canine patients, especially achieving full recovery within 24 h. That is promising but needs more evidence or cautious framing, given the lack of comparative data and follow‑up.

	· Yes, your references are reasonably sufficient and include some recent sources. But the manuscript would be stronger if you added some of the above suggested recent literature, especially human KCl extravasation cases, and veterinary extravasation injury studies, to better compare and contrast.
·  Ma and Wang (2025): “Potassium chloride solution extravasation injury – Full Text” — details a human case of extravasation injury from KCl infusion in hand, with rate, concentration, outcome. 

Including this helps you compare onset timing, clinical signs, and recovery times.
