There is also need to be consistent with the study population, whether it was purely on student or anyone in that environment. The demographic table needs to be checked. 	The references are recent except a few which are a bit outdated

	The language is appropriate only some minor grammatical issues: e.g., “This study show moderate endemicity…” should read “This study shows…”

Consistency is needed in terminology: sometimes the author used “prevalence observed,” other times “moderate endemicity.” there is need to standardize the phrasing.

The author should check the citations sometimes they lack spacing or punctuation (e.g., “2022Eleje”). Proofreading is required. More comments are in the document
