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	For evaluating a training program, it is essential to assess participants' knowledge and skills through pre- and post-tests, which measure learning outcomes before and after the intervention. Alternatively, a comparative approach can be used by evaluating two groups—one that receives the training and one that does not—to determine the program’s impact. Depend on only the participants’ subjective evaluations of the course content (e.g., satisfaction surveys) is insufficient and does not provide valid evidence of learning or skill acquisition. While feedback can offer insights into the training experience, it should not be the primary method for evaluating the effectiveness of the program.
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
