	To estimate short-run and long-run price elasticities in a given market (or across multiple markets), econometric approaches based on cointegration and dynamic modeling are typically applied. For single-equation or pairwise relationships, the ARDL model with the Bounds test is widely used; the dynamic coefficients capture short-run elasticities, while the normalized long-run equation provides long-run elasticities. In the Error Correction Model (ECM) form, the error correction term (ECT) measures the speed of adjustment toward equilibrium. For multivariate settings with more than one cointegrating vector, the Johansen method and VECM are appropriate; the Π matrix yields long-run elasticities, while the short-run elasticities are obtained from the lagged difference terms. In cases of nonlinearity or asymmetric price effects, nonlinear specifications such as NARDL allow separate estimation of positive and negative price shocks.

To identify causality, short-run dynamics are usually tested with Granger causality based on the joint significance of lagged differences; significance indicates that changes in one variable predict changes in another. Long-run causality, on the other hand, is often inferred through the ECT: if the coefficient of the error correction term is significant in the ΔY equation, then X causes Y in the long run (and vice versa). Within the Johansen framework, tests of weak exogeneity and restrictions on the adjustment coefficients (α) reveal the direction of long-run causality; bidirectional causality arises when both equations exhibit significant adjustment terms. When dealing with different integration orders, the Toda–Yamamoto procedure can provide a robust causality test.

Practically, it is important to perform stationarity tests (ADF/PP/ADF-GLS) and consider possible structural breaks (ZA/LS). Optimal lag length should be selected using AIC/SIC, and heteroskedasticity or autocorrelation should be corrected with robust standard errors (HAC). For cases where price and quantity are endogenous, instrumental variables or structural identification (SVAR/SVEC) may be needed. In cross-country or industry-level analyses, panel-ARDL or PMG estimators can be applied, delivering common long-run elasticities while allowing heterogeneous short-run dynamics. Finally, estimated elasticities should be validated through sensitivity analysis (e.g., alternative time windows, shock events, model specifications), and it is useful to distinguish between own-price, cross-price, and income elasticities for a more comprehensive understanding of market behavior.

Second: A clearer and better explanation of the results prepared and recorded in tables in the conclusion section.

Many of the results in this section are presented in general terms, and need to be explained in more detail.
