	Overall, the manuscript is scientifically sound and demonstrates a well-structured academic approach. The arguments are supported by relevant and up-to-date literature drawn from reputable international journals and scholarly sources. The structure is consistent, covering the introduction, literature review, digital milestones, opportunities and challenges, as well as implications and future directions.

Nevertheless, several aspects need attention to enhance its scientific rigor: (1) Although the paper cites extensive literature, it does not specify the methodology for literature selection (e.g., inclusion/exclusion criteria), which raises concerns about the validity of the claim of being a “comprehensive review.”; (2) Some sections are more descriptive than analytical; a stronger focus on critical synthesis and differentiating this work from prior reviews would improve its academic value; and (3) The theoretical and practical contributions should be articulated more explicitly so that the manuscript goes beyond mapping the development of digital marketing.

With improvements in review methodology and clearer articulation of its scholarly contributions, this manuscript can be considered scientifically correct and academically relevant.

	The references in this manuscript are generally sufficient and relevant, covering a wide range of reputable international journals with a relatively recent timeline (2020–2025). This indicates the authors’ effort to capture the latest developments in international marketing and digital transformation. However, a few critical points should be noted: (1) While some classical references are useful, their proportion is relatively high, which may detract from the focus on the most recent and cutting-edge literature; (2) More recent systematic literature reviews (SLRs) on digital marketing and international business should be included to substantiate the claim of being a “comprehensive review.”; and (3) The manuscript would also benefit from incorporating additional cross-country empirical studies on AI, big data, and blockchain applications in international marketing.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Overall, the quality of English in this manuscript is appropriate for scholarly communication. The sentence structure is clear, academic terminology is consistently applied, and the flow of arguments is coherent and accessible to the reader. The manuscript also employs precise vocabulary to explain key concepts in international marketing and digital transformation.

Nevertheless, a few improvements are recommended: (1) Some sentences are overly long and complex, which may hinder readability; these could be simplified while retaining academic rigor; (2) Certain phrases and expressions are repeated unnecessarily and should be condensed for conciseness; and (3) Minor proofreading is advisable to correct typographical errors and ensure consistency in academic style.

With these minor adjustments, the manuscript’s language quality can be considered fully suitable for international scholarly publication.
	

	Optional/General comments


	Overall, this manuscript makes a valuable contribution to the growing body of literature on digital transformation in international marketing. It is well-structured, logically argued, and supported by a range of relatively recent references. The paper successfully maps the major digital milestones and connects them with implications for consumers, businesses, and future research.

Nevertheless, to strengthen its academic contribution, the following points may be considered: (1) Provide a clearer explanation of the literature review methodology (e.g., source selection criteria, databases consulted, and timeframe of the literature); (2) Enhance critical synthesis rather than a purely descriptive review, by highlighting research gaps and the manuscript’s unique contribution; (3) Offer deeper insights into the practical implications for small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) that face resource constraints in adopting international digital strategies; and (4) Conduct minor proofreading to further improve clarity and consistency in academic terminology.

With these refinements, the manuscript has strong potential to serve as an important reference for scholars, practitioners, and policymakers interested in the dynamics of international marketing in the digital era.
This manuscript presents a comprehensive and relevant literature review on the digital transformation in international marketing. The article is well-structured, references are adequate, and the discussion demonstrates a deep understanding of the topic.

However, a few areas need minor improvement to optimize the manuscript’s quality: (1) The methodology for selecting reviewed studies should be clarified to enhance transparency; (2) Some citations should be double-checked for accurate attribution and reference format consistency; and (3) Minor editing on language and flow is recommended to improve readability.

With these minor revisions addressed, the manuscript is suitable for acceptance and publication.
