	The manuscript is well structured. However, to enhance the overall quality and scientific rigor of the manuscript, several revisions are required, particularly in the areas of literature contextualization, technical clarity, and language usage.

1- Add a clearer research gap and objectives in the introduction.

2- Synthesize the literature review into thematic categories rather than sequential summaries.
3- The introduction lists many benefits of CDTs. Could you clearly link these benefits to the problems that Ghanaian construction firms are currently facing?
4- Provides strong context in introduction, but repeats some points (e.g., benefits of CDTs mentioned multiple times).
5- Some citations are inconsistently formatted (e.g., “[12]” vs “Ravi Iyer [12]”).
6- Why was purposive sampling chosen instead of random or stratified sampling
7- You mention regression analysis but do not report coefficients, p-values, or assumptions testing. Could you provide a full regression output to strengthen the validity of your conclusions?
8- There seems to be some overlap between “factors influencing adoption” and “critical challenges.” Could these be merged or better distinguished to avoid redundancy?
9- The background characteristics of respondents show an unusually high level of postgraduate qualifications (58.2% Master’s, 31.2% PhD). This seems atypical for the Ghanaian construction workforce, particularly for site-level roles. The authors should justify or clarify sampling biases.
10- The phrase “72.9% of the effectiveness of CDTs use could be attributed to these enabling and inhibiting factors” should be clarified—this is an R² value, not a measure of “effectiveness.”
11- Clarify why purposive sampling was chosen and how representative the respondents are of Ghana’s construction workforce.
12- Provide more details on regression. Which independent variables were tested? Were assumptions (normality, multicollinearity) checked?
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
