2- In the Materials and Methods section, Plant Material, it states: "The leaves of Piper methysticum used in this experiment were collected from Iwo in Osun State, Nigeria." The POWO website (https://powo.science.kew.org/taxon/urn:lsid:ipni.org:names:198437-2) states: The native range of this species is Santa Cruz Islands to Vanuatu. So how was it collected from Nigeria? Is it cultivated there?
3- In the Materials and Methods section, Extraction Procedure, it states: "One thousand grams of the pulverized, air-dried leaves of Piper methysticum were poured into 500 mL of absolute methanol". There are two errors here: the first is that the part being studied is the roots, not the leaves, and the second is that 1000 grams of dry plant material cannot be immersed in 500 ml of ethanol, which seems to mean 100 grams.
