	· The manuscript is scientifically solid and uses appropriate methods, including a cross-sectional design, a validated BCTQ questionnaire, adherence to STROBE guidelines, and chi-square analysis. However, there are some concerns.

· Relying only on a self-reported tool (BCTQ) without clinical confirmation or nerve conduction studies limits diagnostic accuracy. This limitation should be more clearly acknowledged.

· More depth needed in the discussion part.

	· The references include both classical and recent studies. Some are relatively old, from the 1980s and 1990s.
