	Sufficient and recent reference are included. A few citation (Ex- 6,18 and 19 repeated in many places) feel overused and should be spread across the text to avoid clustering. Also check consistency  in formatting  (Some have full  authors names but some reference provide  et.al_

A few references have inconsistent spacing around colons and semicolons

	 The English in this  paper is generally clear, academic, and well-structured. Author’s written in a formal scientific style, with proper use of technical terms and logical flow.

	“Intrinsic network pharmacology” → The standard term is “network pharmacology”. Unless you are introducing a novel methodology called “intrinsic network pharmacology,” it may confuse readers.
Rosmarinic acid” is repeated very often, sometimes multiple times in one paragraph. You can vary with “the compound,” “this phenolic acid,” or “the ligand” for smoother reading.

Since there are already 2023–2024 papers showing Rosmarinic acid’s anti-inflammatory role in endometritis (you cited Khordadmehr 2023, Zhao 2024), your innovative claim should be framed as:
“This study integrates network pharmacology with molecular docking to provide a holistic, systems-level understanding of Rosmarinic acid in endometritis, complementing existing experimental studies.”
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
