	The abstract is too detailed in terms of numerical data. While results are important, they should be summarised concisely rather than listing every inhibition zone and MIC value.

The phrase "Streptococcus pyrogen" is repeatedly used instead of Streptococcus pyogenes. This is a major taxonomic error and must be corrected throughout.

The manuscript addresses a relevant and timely research problem, and the overall study design—assessing the antimicrobial potential of Moringa oleifera leaf extracts against foodborne pathogens—is scientifically sound. However, in its current form, the manuscript has several issues. These include taxonomic misidentification (Streptococcus pyogenes was repeatedly written as Streptococcus pyrogen), inconsistencies in reporting concentrations and units, insufficient methodological details that hinder reproducibility, and inadequate description of control experiments. Furthermore, the discussion does not sufficiently integrate findings with recent scientific literature. With these corrections and clarifications, the manuscript would be scientifically correct and could make a meaningful contribution to food microbiology and natural product research.
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
