	The references in the paper are mostly up-to-date, with many from 2023 to 2025, showing that the authors followed current trends in healthcare cybersecurity and Zero Trust Architecture. Including important sources like NIST SP 800-207 helps support the main ideas and makes the research more trustworthy. Overall, the sources are solid and fit well with the topic.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?

But there are some problems with inconsistent terms and variable names used in different parts, which could confuse readers and make it harder to follow or repeat the study. Fixing these issues would make the paper clearer and easier to understand.

However, the authors need to clearly explain how their simulated data was created, show how they got their results, and give more details about expert feedback.
