(2) Subtitle ‘Introduction’: May consider clearly specifying the number of solid waste types that will be the focus of this manuscript such as Expanded Vermiculite Powder (EVP), Recycled Fine Aggregate (RFA) and Palm Oil Fuel Ash (POFA).
(3) Subtitle number 2 needs to be standardized with a single phrase. For example, the subtopic could be revised to the following suggestion:

              3 with the findings from previous studies. This is intended to demonstrate the relationship and continuity 

              between them in terms of the physical and mechanical properties of foam concrete.
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
