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	This topic is very important for the society. This manuscript addresses a critical and timely issue in global land governance, particularly the role of civil society organizations (CSOs) in advocating for land rights within plural legal systems. The focus on Sub-Saharan Africa, and Ghana in particular, contributes to filling a research gap by systematically synthesizing evidence from over two decades of literature. It can be very useful as academic level research. 
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	This is a high-quality manuscript that can contributes both empirically and conceptually to debates on land rights and civil society. The Ghanaian case study adds contextual depth, and the use of systematic review methodology makes it useful as a reference document. I strongly suggest it to publish.
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
