The study offers empirical data that is extremely pertinent to agricultural development practitioners, researchers, and policymakers given the region's susceptibility to climate change, declining soil fertility, and food insecurity.  Deeper understanding of adoption behavior and income effects is possible through the use of an Endogenous Switching Regression (ESR) model, which also adds methodological robustness.  All things considered, this work adds significantly to the body of knowledge on rural livelihoods, technology adoption, and sustainable farming.

	The manuscript has a solid scientific foundation.  The ESR model is suitable for addressing self-selection bias in adoption studies, and the conceptual framework is based on previously published research.  The findings are presented in an understandable manner, and the discussion makes good connections with earlier research.  Some areas, though, could use improvement:

For readers who are not technical, some aspects of the methodology (such as the sampling formula and the ESR assumptions) could be clarified.

Clearer tables and figures highlighting the effects of ATT and ATU could be used to summarize the results.
