	1. It would be sufficient to write the expressions Cobalt-60 (⁶⁰Co) and 600 Grays (Gy) as ⁶⁰Co and 600 Gy.

2. Table 2 is not drawn up correctly. Thus, the name of column 1 of this table is not correct to write “Gamma rays”. Since this column presents figures on the absorbed dose of gamma radiation, its name should be written as “Dose of radiation”. In addition, it is also not correct to write “Gy” in front of each figure corresponding to the dose in this column. In this case, it would be sufficient to write the name of the column as “Dose of radiation, Gy”. In this case, there is no need to write “Gy” in front of each figure.

3. It is noted that the study results show that the LD50 is 513 Gy (Table 2). It is not clear how the authors (authors) determined this. It would be good if the calculation of the LD50 was justified.
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
