	This manuscript is crucial for the scientific society as it affords particular records on neonatal mortality and morbidity in extraordinarily premature toddlers from a low- and middle-income country setting, specifically Morocco. By providing a 14-issue collection from Mohammed V Military Teaching Hospital, it provides treasured context-adapted findings that help spotlight chronic international differences in the survival of premature toddlers.
