	1. The paper is very comprehensive in describing Tamil Nadu’s tourism strengths, but it would be even stronger if the abstract highlighted what new contribution this study makes compared to existing works.

2. The introduction paints a vivid cultural picture, yet it could also bring in more concrete numbers on tourism’s role in the state economy (e.g., share in GSDP or employment) to show its real impact.

3. The discussion on domestic and foreign tourist arrivals is clear, though it tends to stay descriptive. Adding a bit of analysis such as growth rates over a decade or reasons behind sharp jumps would make it more insightful.

4. The challenges section can be framed as cause, consequences, and possible solutions, which will make it a strong narrative.

5. Recommendations could add some more strategic directions. For example, a short roadmap distinguishing short-term fixes (signage, cleanliness) from long-term strategies (sustainable circuits, carrying capacity studies) would add real value.

6. While the paper rightly stresses Tamil Nadu’s strengths, it would be more convincing if it also briefly compared the state with other popular destinations like Kerala or Rajasthan. That would put its achievements in context.

7. The conclusion could be more forward-looking. A few lines about where Tamil Nadu tourism might head by 2030, especially in relation to sustainability and digitalisation, would make it stronger.

8. Some entries in the references are incomplete (like DOIs). Cleaning these up will improve credibility and polish.

Overall the paper gives a rich overview of Tamil Nadu’s tourism landscape.
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
