	This abstract lacks a background section that establishes the research context and identifies the problem or gap the study addresses.

	The 'Research Hypotheses' subsection requires revision. Currently, the author provides a compiled, brief explanation for all four hypotheses rather than elaborating on each one individually in a dedicated paragraph. Furthermore, the hypotheses themselves are not formulated according to academic standards. They should clearly state a proposed relationship between variables (eg. 'A influences B') and specify the direction of that influence (a positive or negative effect). Each hypothesis needs to be explicitly stated and then justified with a separate explanation.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The literature review appears limited, as it does not adequately cover references common to all three sectors. It focuses predominantly on manufacturing and, therefore, may not capture the dynamics of the economy comprehensively. Furthermore, several cited references are over five years old. To ensure the analysis is based on the most current data and theories, it is recommended to incorporate more recent publications from the last five years. The use of a reference manager, such as Mendeley, is also strongly advised to improve accuracy and consistency in citation formatting.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language of the article is adequate for scientific communication. However, the author is advised to utilize a grammar assistance tool, such as Grammarly, to enhance clarity of the writing further.
