The author should look at his short-term results, which he did not present in the paper.

The econometric models are not well presented or specified, namely ARDL model, then VAR model, which allows Granger causality tests to be performed. The authors say nothing about the choice of optimal ARDL model (optimal lag) and optimal lag in VAR models with regard to causality tests.
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
