	In the first section of the manuscript, specifying the precise geographical location using GPS coordinates could have improved the clarity of the study. In Figure 1, the label “Middle Delta” appears twice, which requires revision to accurately display all three delta zones with clear labels. In several sections, the statistical results are not interpreted in detail, and it would have been better to provide more information from the statistical analyses, including significance levels and variability measures. Additionally, in the Key Informant Interviews (KIIs) section, the number of participants interviewed is not specified; it is only mentioned that 382 households were surveyed, but it is unclear whether this number includes the KIIs or not.
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
