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	The study investigated the effect of the N-Power Social Investment Programme on poverty alleviation among youths in Ekiti/Ondo State, Nigeria. Using a multi-stage sampling procedure, 180 respondents were surveyed with structured interviews, and data were analysed with descriptive and inferential statistics. 
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Limitations of the Study

1. Short-term concentration – The study captured beneficiaries’ experiences at a point in time, without a longitudinal perspective to assess whether effects on poverty were sustainable after exiting the planned.

2. Dependance on self-reported data – The use of structured interviews and questionnaires may have familiarized response bias, as participants might overstate or understate their involvements.
3. Limited numerical depth – The breakdown relied mostly on expressive statistics and correlation; more advanced econometric models could have as long as deeper insights into underlying relationships
4. Narrow poverty pointers – Poverty status was evaluated mainly through income, ignoring other multidimensional features such as health, housing quality, or long-term employability.
Research Gaps Identified
1. Proportional studies – The study did not compare N-Power’s efficacy with other poverty alleviation programmed leaving unrequited questions about relative competence.

2. Planned design and skill placement – The research did not fully appraise whether the skills acquired through N-Power matched labor market demands, which is crucial for justifiable enabling.
3. Multidimensional poverty approach – The research slightly focused on income leaves a gap in exploring how N-Power affects other proportions of poverty as like as education access, healthcare, housing, social enclosure etc.
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
