	The authors have done a commendable job in revising the manuscript based on the feedback. (i) They have corrected the serious error in the interpretation of the p-value for the pre-test critical thinking scores, which was a major flaw in the original submission. (ii) They have also revised the abstract to accurately reflect the study's findings and added a limitations section. 
      However, the manuscript still has some minor issues. The authors continue to use the term "Virtual Reality" when their methodology is more accurately described as "video-based learning" or "immersive video." While they have acknowledged the "low-cost" nature of their technology, a more precise terminology would enhance the scientific accuracy of the paper. Additionally, while the groups were shown to be non-equivalent on critical thinking at the start of the study, the authors do not perform a proper ANCOVA or similar analysis to control for this pre-existing difference. The current analysis, while statistically corrected, still limits the conclusions that can be drawn about the intervention's effect on critical thinking.
    Therefore, the manuscript should be  sent to the author for minor revision. Instead of using VR,  the authors need to be more precise in their language, perhaps using terms like "smartphone-based immersive videos, Similarly, use  of ANCOVA or similar analysis is required
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
