· Data analysis is limited to descriptive statistics. For a stronger contribution, the authors should consider inferential analysis (e.g., regression, correlation, or structural equation modeling) to test relationships between UTAUT constructs.

· Some discussions tend to repeat descriptive findings without deeper theoretical integration. Stronger linkage between findings and UTAUT variables would improve scientific depth.
