The manuscript “STEM LESSON APPROACHES and the development OF MATHEMATICS SOLVING capabilities AMONG STUDENTS IN SOME SECONDARY SCHOOLS IN BAMENDA iii…” presents a timely, contextually relevant, and empirically grounded investigation into the role of hands-on and project-based STEM pedagogies in enhancing mathematics problem-solving among secondary students in Cameroon—a region underrepresented in the global STEM education literature. 

The research is well-motivated, theoretically grounded in Constructivism and Experiential Learning Theory, and employs a clear cross-sectional survey design with a reliable instrument (Cronbach’s α = 0.808). The findings—showing moderate to strong positive correlations between hands-on/project-based activities and students’ self-reported problem-solving capabilities—are consistent with global STEM education research and carry important implications for teacher training and curriculum reform in Cameroon.
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
