The author should start with the approached used, research philosophy, design, data collection methods, and data analysis.
· In words 133 and in figures 153 this is inconsistency,

· On the 7th line data is analysed not examined

· It lacks conclusion

	The manuscript though looks like scientifically written it suffers language deficiency that takes away its scientific aura. It’s hard to read and it could benefit from professional editing.
In the methodology, the author mention sampling techniques but failed to explain how they were used. In addition, the author should clarify which sampling technique applied to who and how, just mentioning makes it unclear.
In my knowledge a pilot or a pre-test is conducted to validate the tools. However, the author writes that “The data was pilot tested” this needs to be clarified what it means.
