Also, for Explicitly Link NEP-2020 to Specific Disabilities, The "Opportunities" section mentions the standardization of Indian Sign Language (ISL) for students with hearing impairment, and the use of tactile sign language for deaf-blind students. Consider explicitly connecting other NEP opportunities (e.g., individualized learning, assistive technologies, PARAKH recommendations) to the five broad categories of disability identified by the RPwD Act 2016 (Physical, Intellectual, Mental Behaviour, Blood Disorders, and Multiple Disability). 

Moreover, Synthesize Policy Gaps esp in final part , The Conclusion mentions deficiencies in comprehension and sensitivity. Given the extensive discussion of challenges (low enrolment, unqualified teachers, poor infrastructure), a final, concise point synthesizing the most critical gap—the disconnect between the aspirational language of NEP 2020 and the actionable mandate needed for effective implementation—would reinforce the policy-to-practice focus. 

I think to edit the article ,  ensuriing strict compliance with citation guidelines is a must.  For example, in the Abstract, the sentence: "This research not only examines the immediate obstacles encountered by persons with disabilities but also cultivates a culture of inclusiveness and opportunities that creates advantages for them. By exploring these factors, this study provides a comprehensive insight into how the policy influences the educational landscape for individuals with disabilities." - needs to be fully supported by the source, or if a summary, the citation should be at the end of the paragraph. Check for consistent citation placement, especially within bulleted lists. 

Also,from the aspect of Consistency in Terminology, While "PwD" (Persons with Disabilities) is the preferred term , the article also uses "CWSN" (Children with Special Needs) in sections reporting UDISE+ data. While the author acknowledges "CWSN or Divyang" , i think it should be ensured that "PwD" remains the primary and dominant identifier, consistent with the title and the RPwD Act, 2016.

In nut shell, i think since the article seems well organized and well written but the spirit of author in legal analysis is missed. However the topic and the instrument which has been provided for journal is innovative but analyses are not belonged to a human legal writer. I highly recommend to revise the format as expliciting the why for aim of the instrument making from the point of view of makers then compare it with higher instruments such as (UNCRC) and (UNCRPD)However, the provided text does not explicitly mention a "convention of child and disabilities" or the "UN Convention on the Rights of the Child" in direct relation to disability. It focuses on the general provisions of the UNCRPD regarding the definition of PwD.
