	The manuscript needs thorough language editing for grammar, structure, and conciseness to meet academic publication standards. The author should simplify sentence structures, use consistent tenses, and remove unnecessary repetition to improve clarity and readability. e.g. Teachers trained to master class teaching but still they fail to utilize the use of question-answer method in classes. - Although teachers are trained in classroom instruction, many fail to effectively apply the question-and-answer method.

	The manuscript presents an important contribution to the field of English language pedagogy in Tanzanian secondary schools. However, major revisions are necessary to improve clarity, structure, and analytical depth. The editor should request that the author: Shorten and refine the abstract for focus and precision. 

Strengthen the link between findings and socio-cultural theory.

Revise the discussion to emphasize implications rather than description.

Conduct thorough English language editing and proofreading.

Add clearer ethical details (institutional approval number and consent process).

After these revisions, the paper may be reconsidered for publication.

The topic is valuable and contextually significant. With clearer analysis, refined writing, and better integration of theory, the paper could make a meaningful contribution to language education research.
