	I suggest the authors to include more data in the abstract regarding their obtained results. For example: Hypomagnesemia is seen in 31.5 patients and was significantly associated with longer duration of diabetes (>10 years: 45.2%). Poor long-term glycemic control (HbA1c >8%) was significantly associated with hypomagnesemia (37.9% vs 22.6%, p=0.02), whereas short-term control (FBS >130) showed only a trend (p=0.06).

	The submitted manuscript showed the importance of magnesemia determination when monitoring diabetic patients. Indeed, the authors demonstrated that poor glycaemic control is linked to hypomagnesemia and current diabetic complications.  In the literature, data have shown that all electrolytes calcium, magnesium, chloride, natrium and potassium are affected by diabetic medication leading to metabolic disturbances especially during long lasting diabetes. Beside magnesemia the authors could have mentioned briefly the other electrolytes in the introduction or in the discussion of this manuscript.
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
