	Cardiac arrest has emerged as major leading cause of mortality and morbidity, with survival rate is majorly depend upon early assessment and high-quality cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPIR). The primary objective of chest compression is to provide coronary and cerebral perfusions until spontaneous circulation can be achieved. In the absence of return of spontaneous circulation, CPRIC encompass facial grimacing, motor activity, purpose limb contractions or even verbal responses reported during chest compressions. 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1. Invasive monitoring of blood pressure or monitoring of blood pressure during compression was not discussed in the manuscript which could potentiate claims about perfusion.

2. Neurological assessments like assessment of pupillary changes beyond size, EMG recording, correlation with compression cycles) in the patient was not discussed. This report depends upon subjective observation, which limit study interpretation. Furthermore, not monitoring the neurological parameters limit the manuscript ability to differentiate between spinal reflexes, brainstem activity and cortical activity. 

3. Autopsy was not performed in the patient, due to which underlying cause of the cardiac arrest remain unknown which weakens pathophysiology conclusions. 

4. Movements in the patients were due to CPRIC as suggested by manuscript but rule out of myoclonic jerks or spinal reflexes is not sufficiently made out in the study. 

5. The author briefly demonstrated that ECPR was considered as therapeutic modality but not initiated in the patients. A more detailed description about rationale including contraindications, criteria utilized, institutional availability) would potentiate transparency of the study. 

6. Various references were added in the manuscript but absence of systematic comparison of study with already published CRIC cases in manuscript, specifically in asystole. 

7. Superficial discussion of prognostic implications is added in the manuscript. The review report could be strengthened by identifying whether CPRIC associates with significant survival rates in other cohorts.

8. Tables regarding ECG findings, clinical images or capnography graphs are not added in the manuscript.
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
