2.	It is necessary for the authors to provide a brief discussion of the regional geology and stratigraphy of the study area. This is particularly important so as to understand how the results would relate to the formational units responsible for providing the source of the sediments. As this would also be read by sedimentologists not familiar with the region, it is important for the authors to provide a section on the tectonic setting and regional geology.

3.	The author should provide a sample location map and representative photos of outcrops where the sample was taken.

4.	The section on Discussion is shallow, not to mention that sections 4.1 and 4.2 have the same title. The authors should elaborate where the sources are coming from (e.g.,what formational units are contributing to the sources); and how climate is able to influence the mineralogy, relating this as well to perceived relief features, temperatures and relief features To better understand the provenance, it is necessary that the author is able to relate this to the tectonic evolution of the region based on existing literatures and his own knowledge/interpretation.
