	This manuscript addresses an important surgical option for young and active patients with irreparable posterosuperior rotator cuff tears. Arthroscopic-assisted latissimus dorsi tendon transfer is still relatively underreported compared to open procedures, and this study contributes additional clinical and radiological outcomes. The results help clarify indications, functional improvements, and limitations, which may guide surgeons in patient selection and counseling. Despite being a small case series, it adds valuable data from a single-center experience in an Asian population, broadening the international literature.

	The references are sufficient and cite key studies, including both classic works (Gerber, Warner) and more recent reports (2014–2019). However, the authors may consider adding newer references from 2020–2025, if available, to highlight recent advances in tendon transfer techniques and alternative strategies such as superior capsular reconstruction.

	The English is generally clear and suitable for scholarly communication, though some minor grammatical polishing would improve readability (e.g., consistency in verb tense, smoother transitions in the Discussion).
	

	Optional/General comments


	This is a well-written case series that provides useful insights into arthroscopic-assisted latissimus dorsi tendon transfer. The main limitation is the small cohort and relatively short follow-up, which the authors acknowledged. Strengthening the abstract and discussion with recent literature would further improve the manuscript.
References should be added to the Surgical Technique and Post-operative Protocol.
