	The abstract is good but can be made more methodologically precise and clinically relevant with these two minor additions. 

1. Specify the Study Design.
· Current Issue: The abstract describes the work as a "case series" but does not explicitly state its retrospective nature, which is a key methodological detail.

· Suggested Change: Add the word "retrospective" and mention it was a single-center study.

· Example: Change the sentence to: "This retrospective case series aimed to evaluate the clinical outcomes... at a single center..."
2. Clarify a Key Functional Outcome.
· Current Issue: The abstract states that "14 had excellent or satisfactory results," but this is unclear. More importantly, it omits a highly relevant functional metric for this patient group: ambulation status.

· Suggested Change: Incorporate the key result on how many patients were able to walk by the follow-up.

· Example: Add a sentence like: "By the 4-month follow-up, 16 patients (72.7%) had regained ambulatory status."
