Importantly, the framework is general enough to extend to multivariate contexts, allowing secondary analysts to perform robust inference using standard statistical tools.
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	This paper presents a well-developed and rigorous methodological framework that addresses one of the central challenges in survey research—handling missing data in a statistically valid yet practical way.
