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	The patient, with a history of mitochondrial disorder, microcephaly, neurodevelopmental delay, cerebral palsy, left eye evisceration, epilepsy, type 1 diabetes mellitus, and chronic respiratory failure requiring long-term mechanical ventilation, was admitted emergently to the Intensive Care Unit (ICU). Prior to admission, invasive procedures including PEG tube, tracheostomy, and central line insertions were performed. On admission, the patient presented with respiratory failure, multiple organ dysfunction, and signs of systemic infection. Microbiological cultures revealed Burkholderia cepacia complex and Candida species in tracheostomy secretions, significant pyuria suggestive of urinary tract infection, and evidence of central line-associated bloodstream infection (CLABSI) as well as a PEG tube infection.
