	Generally Yes.
The clinical reasoning is sound, and the discussion aligns with current international guidelines. The absence of biopsy is already acknowledged by the authors as a limitation. Treatment protocol deviations and poor compliance are reported well.

But, the diagnosis remains “probable” due to incomplete diagnostic criteria (no liver biopsy, lack of IgG level data). The authors have correctly avoid overstating the conclusion.

	Lots of grammatical constructions and vocabulary are awkward or inconsistent with scholarly medical terms.
