Discussion
This case underscores the importance of recognizing appendiceal anatomical variations that may mimic other pathologies, highlighting the need for surgical vigilance 

· Structure writing (e.g., Separate into clear sections): 

· Anatomical variability background

· Case comparison with literature

· Clinical implications (diagnostic challenges, surgical planning)

· Add reference to diagnosis challenges as in subhepatic appendix mimicking hepatobiliary disease presentation
Conclusion
· Concise to 2-3 focused sentences

· Emphasize: rarity, implications, need for awareness. Though rare, anatomically variant appendices emphasize the need for surgical awareness to prevent misdiagnosis and ensure timely intervention
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
