	Language education has undergone a transformation from judging mistakes to a system that recognizes students' learning difficulties and challenges. Current research should be in line with the principle of assisting the learning process, rather than justifying right and wrong. This research is intriguing and has potential, but reading the title and also the description presented, it seems that the support for students' challenges and difficulties in learning foreign languages has not yet developed. Researchers are still trapped in the longstanding perspective that tends to view this as a mistake. It is recommended that researchers consider changing the way they present their research and choosing words that are more in line with the spirit of “helping students” overcome difficulties in learning foreign languages rather than using the words ‘mistake’ and “error.”

	The use of the word “error” in the title gives a very negative impression of the language learning process. Avoid using this word and consider the following two titles. 

1. Exploring English Pronunciation Patterns among Iraqi Secondary School Students

2. English Pronunciation Development among Iraqi Secondary School Students: Insights and Opportunities

In addition, try not to use this word in the manuscript. Look for other words such as “challenge,” “difficulty,” or other synonyms that have a more positive connotation to motivate learning.

	The layout of the research findings can be improved by using tables to make them look neat. The discussion of the findings also needs to be sharpened using the latest research. The references used are too old and need to be updated with more recent scientific publications.

	The manuscript addresses a relevant topic in language education. Its framing requires significant revision to align with contemporary, learner-centered approach. Rather than focusing on “errors,” which reflects an outdated deficit perspective, the study should emphasize students’ pronunciation “challenges” or”developmental patterns”,  in lie with the shift that better supports pedagogical growth and motivation. Updating the title and language throughout the paper to reflect this constructive orientation will enhance its relevance and contribution to current applied linguistics discourse. Additionally, revising the abstract to follow the IMRAD structure, incorporating recent literature that foregrounds supportive language teaching practices, and presenting findings more clearly (e.g., through tables) will strengthen the manuscript’s scientific rigor and impact.
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
