	Yes. The manuscript is scientifically correct. All the computations in the stated theorems are correct and explained in a detailed manner. But still some clarifications are needed in the statements of the theorems.

	Yes. The reference list is good and enough in number and some recent articles are also seen in the reference list. But some references are not cited in the body of the manuscript. For instance, reference 10 is not cited in the manuscript anywhere (Please check for other articles given in the reference list).

	Yes. But the article contains grammatical errors in many places. Especially the proposition “to” is missing in many a places.
	

	Optional/General comments


	1) In the introduction part, the author should write the technical terms and notations discussed in the manuscript related to graph theory. Especially, in page number 1, in the introduction section, in the definition of first Zagreb index, the notation used for the degree of a vertex u is d(u). Whereas, in the page 2, while giving the definition of ABC index of a graph, the notation is du.  So a uniformity is needed in all such cases. In the second page (Third equation), definition of ABSC is given. But, the summation varies over which parameter is not mentioned. In definition 2.2, m is not specified. Also at the end of definition, the vertex v should be belongs o the edge set of G, not simply in G. In Theorem 2.3, G(n, m) is used. But it is not defined properly anywhere in the beginning.  Citation of Definition 2.6 is mission. Also, the same term used in the definition 2.6 (Subdivision graph)is used differently in Theorem 2.7 (graph subdivision). If both are analogous in sense, it should be mentioned in the manuscript. In Theorem 2.7, the labelling of vertices of G are given in the statement itself. Try to avoid it and mention that labelling in the beginning of the proof of Theorem 2.7. Many a cases, the ‘r’ used in the term ‘’r-regular graph’’ are written in non-mathematical environment. Change it.
2) In lot of places full stop is missing. (Page one- last equation, page two -first equation, third equation, Page four-second last sentence, Page eight-last equation, Page nine-fourth equation)

3) Also, in the first page (last sentence), the term “molecular graph” is used. But this term was defined later only in the second page. 

4) If possible reframe the section headings of Section 2 and 3.
