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	Iatrogenic left main dissection during T stenting or any procedure its rare but grievous complication. If timely and promptly not managed resulting patient may worsen quickly.

But regarding the bifurcation lesion T stenting is a good technique. As per evidence showed provisional single stenting have more better outcome.
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
