Major revision
The manuscript presents a comprehensive cross-sectional analysis of diabetes patients in a primary care setting in Mexico City, detailing age- and sex-specific comorbidities. The study provides valuable epidemiological insights and highlights sex- and age-related differences in multimorbidity patterns.

Strengths:
· Large sample size (3,556 patients) enhances statistical power.
· Detailed age- and sex-specific analyses of comorbidities.
· Use of an established medical record system (SIMEF) ensures data reliability.
· Discussion integrates local, national, and global prevalence data.
· Ethical standards and patient confidentiality were properly maintained.
Limitations:
· Cross-sectional design prevents causal inference or temporal trends.
· Reliance on secondary retrospective data may result in missing or misclassified variables.
· Some statistical analyses lack clarity regarding assumptions and handling of small expected frequencies.
· Repetition of results across sections makes the manuscript lengthy and difficult to follow.
· Comparisons with national and global prevalence could be more succinctly presented.
· Minor inconsistencies in numbers (e.g., total patients sometimes reported as 3,356 vs. 3,556).
Suggestions for Improvement:
1. Streamline results to avoid repetition and improve readability.
2. Clarify statistical methods, especially for chi-square tests with low expected counts.
3. Consider summarizing comorbidity profiles in tables or figures to reduce text volume.
4. Ensure consistency in patient counts throughout the manuscript.
5. Highlight key findings in the abstract and discussion without excessive repetition.
6. Discuss potential biases from using a single clinic dataset and implications for generalizability.
This study provides valuable insights into diabetes comorbidity patterns in primary care and emphasizes the importance of sex- and age-specific management strategies. After addressing clarity, consistency, and presentation issues, it would be suitable for publication.
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
