· “Sorghum bicolor, commonly called sorghum and also known as great millet, sorghum” This sentence is repetitive and unclear. Consider revising for clarity.

· The manuscript has a few missing in-text citations and reference section and some citation mismatches

· The reference list is comprehensive, not all sources are properly cited within the main text. References like Busani et al. (2011b), Mishra et al. (2012), and Anbuselvi et al. (2012) appear in the reference list but are not cited in the text.

	The language of the manuscript is generally clear and understandable, but it would benefit from minor grammatical corrections and improved sentence flow to meet the standards of scholarly communication. Some sentences are too long or repetitive, and transitions between sections could be smoother.
	

	Optional/General comments


	· Sorghum (sorghum bicolor) [Reddy et. al., 1982]…….incomplete sentence
· Health benefit statements (“weight loss,” “diabetes regulation,” etc.) lack citations. These must be referenced with scientific studies.
· Improper citation format: “Patel et. al.” → “Patel et al.”

· Unnecessary capitalization: “Salt” “Moisture Content” “Fat Content” etc. Only capitalize proper nouns or section titles.

· Use past tense consistently for experimental methods (e.g., “The black gram was parboiled…”)

· The sentence ‘Fermented overnight for 12–15 hours’ is unclear. Please specify the fermentation temperature and conditions.
· Hedonic scale description unclear. Lacks panel size and evaluation conditions.

· Check data : Some numeric values appear unrealistic for ash and protein (e.g., ash 26.53% for idli is too high). Protein content values appear underestimated; please check unit conversion or dilution factors in the Kjeldahl method.

· Add or discuss a control (idli without moringa) to demonstrate enhancement effects more clearly.

· Support the result statement with a citation.

· Please carefully check all references and ensure that every citation in the text corresponds to a reference in the list, and vice versa.
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
