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	The authors assessed uric acid, urea, creatinine, potassium, and sodium concentrations in young adult male auto mechanics in Owerri, the Imo State capital, and correlated these parameters with exposure duration. The authors considered that their findings suggested that urea, creatinine, and uric acid levels increased with increasing exposure duration, and that potassium levels decreased with increasing exposure duration, but it is important to show why this is the case and how it can be improved.
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
