	I believe the manuscript serves as a adequate introductory overview but falls short of providing the critical depth or fresh perspective needed, while this review synthesizes a considerable body of literature on a critically topic, its overall impact is somewhat diminished by its generalized approach. I feel it largely reiterates well-established cause-and-effect relationships ((such as species migration and ocean acidification )) that are already extensively documented in prior reviews, without offering a novel analytical framework or delving into contentious debates within the field.

	From my point of view, the title is certainly suitable , however, I'd argue it's also quite broad , which reflects the article's nature as a wide-ranging synthesis rather than a novel study. 

For instance, something like 

"A Synthesis of Climate Change Impacts on Aquatic Biota: From Species Shifts to Mitigation Challenges" might better highlight the review's core focus on consequences.

	The abstract is comprehensive but lacks a clear statement of its unique contribution. It effectively summarizes the effects and mentions mitigation, I would suggest adding a sentence that explicitly states the review's specific value, such as  identifying critical research gaps.

	The manuscript is scientifically correct in its broad assertions, accurately describing well-established cause-effect relationships impacts. However, I would argue that its scientific robustness is occasionally compromised by generalizations.

Therefore, while the core science is sound, the depth of analysis in certain explanations could be strengthened to enhance its scientific rigor.

	The reference list is sufficient in breadth, covering many key areas studies. To significantly strengthen the manuscript's currency and authority, I would suggest incorporating more primary research from the last 2-3 years (2023-2024), this would better demonstrate the state of the field.

	The prose is often dense and occasionally repetitive, with some long sentences that could be broken up for better readability, so a thorough round of copyediting by a native English speaker would significantly enhance the tone of the manuscript.

	I feel its major weakness is a lack of a clear thesis. 

It comprehensively catalogs known impacts but misses the opportunity to provide a perspective, and debating the feasibility of proposed mitigation strategies.
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
