The topic aligns with current environmental marketing and consumer behavior literature. However, substantial revisions are necessary to enhance the paper’s scholarly contribution, methodological rigor, conceptual clarity, and presentation consistency.

The literature review provides a broad overview of sustainability and consumer preferences; however, the conceptual development lacks a strong theoretical foundation. Currently, concepts are presented descriptively without adequate linkage to established behavioral theories. To improve scholarly depth, the authors should. Strengthen the research gap by identifying where past studies have fallen short and how the present work addresses those gaps.

The methodology section provides only limited information and requires expansion to ensure transparency and replicability. Control variables such as income, education, and awareness level may affect results and should be incorporated into the model. The authors are encouraged to strengthen empirical robustness by including reliability values (Cronbach’s alpha), construct validity measures (AVE, CR), and tests for common method bias if self-reported data are used. While preliminary findings are presented, the interpretation lacks academic depth. The discussion section should. Tables and figures could be better labeled and formatted to meet journal presentation standards.

A careful proofreading pass is strongly recommended.

Conclusion and Recommendation

The research topic is valuable and relevant to contemporary sustainability discourse. However, the paper needs significant improvements in theoretical grounding, methodological detail, empirical rigor, and scholarly discussion before it can be considered for publication.
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
