2. There is no clue if the screening/test were all carried out at the University College Hospital, Ibadan, Oyo State, Nigeria without taking some of the samples elsewhere for further confirmation?

3. “Donors were able to discontinue participation at any time without affecting their clinical care or ability to donate blood; participation was entirely voluntary” was there some donors who opted out during samples collection or at some points? Or the researcher is trying to explain the information provided to the research subjects? This need to be clearly stated.
4. How were the subjects recruited not clearly explained.
