	It is important to provide drinking water to regions where it is not available. Rainwater is one solution. Therefore, treating rainwater to drinking standards is an important task. Also, considering the previous article I reviewed, it was the treatment with naphthalene that raised my concerns about the safety of this method. Therefore, this article, which clearly shows the risks of this method, is necessary.
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	Wastewater treatment for consumption is essential for human life. - in this sentence wastewater is incorrect. The term “wastewater” is incorrect because it refers to drinking water supply, therefore water treatment.
Furthermore, in Malaysia, Elaeis guineensis (Jacq) leaves have also demonstrated their effectiveness in wastewater treatment, particularly in reducing its silver metal content (Arif et al., 2017), (Azmi et al., 2019).   - These articles discuss silver recovery, not  silver treatment or reduction in wastewater. Yes, this shows the properties of the leaves, but the term “reduction” should be replaced with “ recovery.”
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
