4- In the Antioxidant activity section, the authors should give details of the composition of polyphenols, flavonoids, phytosterols and the antioxidant potential of millets and pulses. This section should include one or more bibliographical references.

5- In the section on Food processing techniques for value addition, the authors should define the methods used in traditional processing and those used in modern processing in order to improve the clarity of the manuscript.
6- In the Germination sub-section, the authors are invited to define germination and its role in food processing.  Is it classified as a traditional or modern processing technique, as well as the bibliographical references and numbering of this sub-section?
