However, several points requiring substantial clarification and restructuring. In the introduction, the problem is not well stated and the methodology lacks clarity which made the results of poor quality. The discussion was not well illustrated with references.

	The current title “Dynamics of cassava mosaic viruses and current agronomic challenges in Côte d’Ivoire” is relevant and informative. However, for greater scientific precision, I would suggest: “Epidemiology and molecular dynamics of cassava mosaic viruses in Côte d’Ivoire: Implications for integrated disease management”.

	The abstract is generally comprehensive and well-structured. However, it could be improved by:

· specifying the exact number of samples tested and the overall percentage of asymptomatic infections;

· highlighting practical recommendations (certification of cuttings, vector control) in the concluding sentence.

	The methodology (sampling, PCR, statistical analyses) lacks clarity and consistency. 

Sampling: 1- why did you choose theses villages and regions? 2- What approach did you use to select the cassava field?? 3- what method did you use to collect the leaves? 4- what tool did you use to collect the data? 5-what strategy did you use to address possible bias when collecting the data? 6- did you receive the approval of the respondent before administrating the questionnaire to them?? And much more 

PCR: Overall, you did not reference the methodology used, and it lacks clarity. I suggest you work on it and make it more readable with proper references that support your claims. The description of your methodology should be concise et reproductible.  

Statistical analyses: be more explicit.

In the methodology you should explain how we can recognize when the cassava plants are infected by infected plants or by whiteflies. We did not see the agronomic challenges in the methodology, yet you mentioned it in the title. 

The results are poor presented, as well as the discussion.
