The study is generally well-structured, but it requires significant revisions in language, statistical reporting, and depth of discussion before it can be considered for publication. The use of future-year references (2025) is a critical issue that must be resolved.
The discussion is largely descriptive and repetitive of the results, merely listing findings and citing general literature without providing a critical or mechanistic explanation.
