	The authors of the manuscript rightly note that “Agromeliorative measures, such as gypsum application or improved irrigation methods, provide a temporary reduction in the problem, but are often expensive and unreliable.”  There is a need to find more affordable and long-term measures that will consistently ensure crop yields in saline conditions. In their article, the authors consider several options, including genetic approaches, for moving from proof of concept to widespread implementation.  There are also barriers: environmental, social, and others. Referring to authoritative researchers, the authors point out ways to overcome barriers to the large-scale application of microbiomes in agriculture (participation in field trials, political support, development of inexpensive formulations adapted to local conditions).
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
